Sunset Drive Sidewalk Project Award of Construction - Mr. Michael Maloney, Interim
Transportation Director, stated this project constructs a sidewalk from River Drive to North
Main Street. The project also adds a curb and gutter to a rural section of a road. There will be
aretaining wall and shoring put in for the construction of this project.

Mr. Livingston moved to forward to Council with a recommendation to award the
construction contract to the lowest responsive and responsible contractor, Cherokee, Inc., in
the amount of $5,132,709.77, with a 10% construction contingency for a total approved
amount of $5,645,980.75, seconded by Mr. Weaver.

public on the successes of the Transportation Penny; meetings recur weekly to date;

o December 7, 2022 - Greene Street Bridge Grand Opening & Ribbon Cutting
e December 8, 2022 - Bull Street & Elmwood Avenue Groundbreaking
e February 1, 2023 - Meet with Transportation & NPS to discuss website development

Ms. Mackey requested that staff coordinate with the Transportation Penny Advisory
Committee (TPAC).

Mr. Weaver inquired when the rollout would begin.
Ms. O’Cain responded it will likely be late February.

Mr. Livingston requested that when we talk about the Transportation Penny, we not just say
“Penny Campaign.” He noted by law, we are not allowed to “campaign.”

Ms. Mackey indicated we have already been communicating. She does not want it to appear
like we are just now “rolling out” the public education component.

Mr. Pugh and Mr. Walker both praised the Communication Team on their work.

Mr. Maloney thanked Council for bringing three (3) new members onto the Transportation
Penny Advisory Committee.

Ms. O’Cain indicated the Communications Team will reach out to each Council member for
their input, feedback, and suggestions.
